4. Confirm that the POWER switch on the operating panel is turned to OFF.  
5. Plug the DC plug of the AC adapter into the counter (on the left-hand side facing the machine) and connect the AC plug of the

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In order to ensure accurate results from this counter, please look out for the following phenomena as part of a daily inspection.  
 
1. Inspect the coin box to see whether there are coins of other coin types mixed in with the others.  
2. Inspect the counter display to see whether the total dollar amount and counted coin numbers match.   
 

The above phenomena are not a sign of malfunction. They are likely to be the result of counting errors due to warping,  
damaged coins, or dirt / grime in the coin passageway inside the counter.  Please periodically clean the coin passageway.  

 

 

 
 
● Cleaning the Main Body  

 
 Wipe with a soft, dry cloth. If grime or dirt is severe, wet the cloth with water or mild detergent, wring out excess water, and wipe.
